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Product Introduction

A treated wood Crossarm is a beam typically not less than 100 mm (4 inches) square and is fastened at
right angles to a utility pole. In this way power and service cables can be strung along the same utility
service corridor. The information in this guide will identify the requirements for Crossarms as specified
in the CSA 080 Standard. The processing and treatment of Crossarms shall be done in accordance with
CSA 080.2-08, section 9.1

Allowable Wood Species and Related Use Categories

Although Crossarms are not in ground contact they are subject to substantial vertical loads and there
long term performance is important to the integrity of the utility lines. Therefore, under general
conditions crossarms have a use category rating of 3.2 and where the conditions are critical a Use
Category rating of 4.1. Crossarms are physically manufactured in accordance to a variety of
specifications as indicated by the purchaser.
